Highlights include Islamic 
architecture and replicas of famous 
buildings such as the Taj Mahal in India, 
Al-Haram Mosque in Makkah and the Amir 
Timur Mausoleum in Uzbekistan. 

MASJID JAMEK SULTAN ABDUL 
SAMAD (Jamek Mosque) 
| off Jalan Tun Perak  

Hailed as KL’s oldest surviving mosque, 
Masjid Jamek was built in 1909 and 
officially opened by the then Sultan 
of Selangor. Its design was inspired 
by Moghul architecture with cupolas, 
minarets and arched colonnades. Just 
minutes away is Masjid India, another 
mosque showcasing southern Indian 
architectural elements. 

BLUE POOL (River of Life) 
| Masjid Jamek 

Occupying a historic location at the 
confluence of the Klang and Gombak 
Rivers, this is a scenic waterfront in Kuala 
Lumpur. It attracts visitors with a dancing 
symphony fountain and lighting effects. 
The Blue Pool is situated near Masjid 
Jamek.

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SULTAN ABDUL SAMAD BUILDING 
| J�alan Raja

One of the city’s most prominent and distinguished landmarks, 
the Sultan Abdul Samad Building is an enduring attraction 
amidst the rapidly changing city skyline. Built in 1897, the 
building was named after the reigning monarch at the time. 
The stately edifice served as the government administrative 
building during the British era. Constructed entirely of brick, it 
boasts a Mahometan or Neo-Saracenic style with an imposing 
porch, graceful arches, shiny copper domes and a 41.2 m high 
clock tower.

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DATARAN MERDEKA (Merdeka Square) | Jalan Raja

On 31st August 1957, the Union Jack was lowered at Dataran 
Merdeka to mark Malaysia’s independence from colonial 
rule. Hence the name, Dataran Merdeka, which means 
‘Independence Square’. In its heyday, the square used to be 
the venue for parades, cricket matches and other important 
occasions. Today, this historic heart of KL is preserved with 
beautifully manicured lawns, terraces and a fountain. Adjacent 
to Dataran Merdeka is the Royal Selangor Club, boasting a 
Tudor architectural style.

AQUARIA KLCC
|  Kuala Lumpur Convention Centre

Occupying 60,000 sq ft, Aquaria KLCC showcases a variety of 
marine life from various parts of the world. Visitors can walk 
through a 90 m long tunnel to view the marine life or watch the 
daily fish-feeding sessions. Highlights include the  ‘Cage Rage’ and 
‘Dive with Sharks’  programmes that offer a chance to see sharks 
up close.

ST. MARY’S CATHEDRAL
 |  Jalan Raja

A fine example of early English Gothic architecture, this church 
features stained glass windows, tasselled tile paving and 
buttresses. A unique feature here is the pipe organ built in 1895 
by Henry Willis, one of the greatest organ builders of his day.

This majestic edifice situated at Jalan Duta officially became the 
National Palace in November 2011, replacing the old palace in Jalan Istana. 
It has 22 domes, with the largest dome reaching up to a height of 40 m. 
Please note that visitors are only allowed to view the palace from the 
outside.

KL FOREST ECO-PARK  ����| Bukit Nanas 

This sanctuary has the distinction of 
being the oldest as well as the only 
permanent forest reserve in the heart of 
the city. Beginning at the slopes of KL 
Tower, the lowland dipterocarp forest 
stretches over 10.5 hectares and is 
home to a diversity of inhabitants. View 
the lush foliage and a variety of flora 
and fauna from the 70-m boardwalk,  
200 m canopy walk, nature trails and an 
herb garden.

KL OLD RAILWAY STATION  | Jalan Sultan Hishamuddin

This splendid building was the hub for the nation’s rail transportation 
system before the state-of-the-art KL Sentral Station was built. Its Moorish 
architecture with graceful arches and minarets makes it one of the city’s 
most photographed landmarks.
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PINTASAN SALOMA (Saloma Bridge)
Saloma Bridge is a 69-m long pedestrian bridge that connects the chic KLCC area to Kampung Baru, a 
heritage zone and popular spot for foodies. All it takes is 15 minutes to get to the other side. This uniquely 
designed bridge is named in honour of the late Saloma, a singer/actress/fashion icon who was known for 
her showstopping performances. Its unique design is inspired by Sirih Junjung, a ceremonial betel leaf 
bouquet used in Malay weddings. Photo buffs will have fun exploring the various angles of this iconic 
attraction as it is decked with ever-changing LED lights. Get your camera ready for gorgeous OOTD shots!

KWAI CHAI HONG  | Jalan Panggung

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DINING
Kuala Lumpur is hailed as the region’s food capital for its 
delectable variety of mouth-watering delights. Major hotels 
and shopping malls are decked with gourmet restaurants, 
coffee houses, delicatessens and alfresco cafes.

Some exclusive restaurants offer traditional performances for 
visitors to get a glimpse of local culture. Like in other cities, 
designer coffee shops with wi-fi facilities are a popular hangout 
at any time of the day. As a cosmopolitan city, KL offers a 
number of restaurants that serve international fare. Authentic 
Malaysian fare which consists of Malay, Chinese and Indian food 
is definitely worth trying out. For a novel experience, try the 
local hawker-style fare where dishes are freshly prepared upon 
order. A number of restaurants are open 24 hours so anytime 
is a good time for a snack. Muslims can rest assured that halal 
food is easily available.

Kampung Baru
A traditional Malay enclave, this area is known for its authentic 
Malay food. One of the most popular items here is Nasi Lemak. 
A perennial favourite, Nasi Lemak consists of fragrant rice 
cooked with coconut milk and screwpine leaves. It is served 
with a spicy sambal sauce, boiled egg, crunchy groundnuts 
and freshly sliced cucumber. Nasi Lemak can be savoured with 
accompaniments such as Beef Rendang, Chicken Rendang, 
fried chicken, fried egg, squid sambal and many more. Other 
great items to try include Ikan Bakar (grilled fish), Roti Jala, Putu 
Piring, Satay and many more.

Petaling Street
Set in pre-war shophouses, Petaling Street is a bustling maze of 
lanes and alleys that are filled with quaint restaurants, kopitiams 
(traditional coffee shop) and outdoor food stalls. A favourite 
spot for Chinese food, Petaling Street is the place to try out 
street fare such as roasted chestnuts, fried noodles, Chicken

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TRANSPORTATION
Getting There
By Air
The state-of-the-art Kuala Lumpur International Airport (KLIA) 
is the main gateway into the country. It is situated in Sepang, 
about 55 km from Kuala Lumpur. Malaysia’s national carrier is 
Malaysia Airlines which spans about six continents. Malaysia 
Airlines is complemented by Firefly, Batik Air and AirAsia.

By Sea
Kuala Lumpur is easily accessible from Port Klang, home to 
Malaysia’s largest and busiest port. Boustead Cruise Centre, the 
dedicated cruise terminal, is situated in Pulau Indah, Port Klang. 
It is situated about 75 km from the airport.

By Road
An excellent road network links Kuala Lumpur to Singapore in 
the south and Thailand in the north.

By Rail
Kuala Lumpur is linked to Thailand and Singapore via a good 
rail network. Arriving guests can disembark at the KL Sentral 
Station, which is the transportation hub for trains, buses and 
taxis. More information on rail transport can be obtained 
at www.ktmb.com.my. The city is a stopover destination for 
the Eastern & Oriental luxury train which takes visitors from 
Thailand to Singapore.

From the Airport to the City 
The high-speed KLIA Ekspres train provides direct, non-stop 
connectivity to KL Sentral Station, the main transportation 
hub in Kuala Lumpur. The journey from KLIA Terminal 1 takes 
28 minutes while the journey from KLIA Terminal 2 takes 33 
minutes.

The KLIA Transit train offers a similar service but with four stops 
along the way, at Bandar Tasik Selatan, Salak Tinggi, Putrajaya/ 
Cyberjaya, KLIA Terminal 1 and KLIA Terminal 2. The journey 
to the airport via KLIA Transit takes 39 minutes. Tickets can be 
purchased online, onboard the AirAsia flights or at the counters. 
Alternatively, there are shuttle buses, limousines and e-hailing 
services to the city.

Getting Around
By Train
Kuala Lumpur has a comprehensive rail transportation system, 
serviced by KL Monorail, Rapid KL Light Rail Transit (LRT), MRT 
as well as the KTM Komuter train.

KL Hop-On Hop-Off Tours
Enjoy a tour around the city in style and comfort on board the 
Hop-On Hop-Off Coach. The semi-glass roofed coach takes 
visitors around the major places of interest in the city.

By Bus
City buses ply most parts of the city. RapidKL is the main bus 
company. Among RapidKL’s main bus hubs are KL Sentral, 
Titiwangsa, City Centre, Maluri, and Medan Pasar. GO KL is a 
public bus service that offers rides for commuters within the 
Central Business District (CBD) of Kuala Lumpur at affordable 
prices.   

By Taxi
Metered taxis and call taxis are easily available. Metered taxis 
can be hailed at the designated taxi halts.

E-hailing
E-hailing services are available by downloading the apps onto 
the mobile.

The ‘endless 
horizon effect’ creates a magical backdrop and visitors can take as many 
photographs as they want from various perspectives. The phenomenon 
happens during the new moon and full moon, where there is a thin layer of 
water above a submerged sand bar, creating an illusion of walking above 
water. Sasaran Beach is located off the coast of a fishing village in Jeram. 
Boat tours to Sky Mirror is conducted by tour operators.

Getting There
By Air
There are three airports in the state. Kuala Lumpur International 
Airport (KLIA) is the main gateway into Selangor and the 
country. The national carrier, Malaysia Airlines, operates from 
here. The budget carrier AirAsia operates from KLIA Terminal 2, 
which is situated about 1.5 km away from the Main Terminal 
Building. Two other airlines, Firefly and Batik Air operate from 
both KLIA Terminal 1 and from the Sultan Abdul Aziz Shah 
Airport in Subang.

By Sea
The nation’s largest port, Port Klang, offers ultra-modern facilities. 
The exclusive Boustead Cruise Terminal welcomes passengers 
arriving via the Star Cruises luxury liner. Passengers from 
Indonesia arrive at the Passenger Cruise Terminal (PCT), situated 
at South Point.
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| Cruise Tasik Putrajaya
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Recognized as an ‘Intelligent Garden City’, Putrajaya is the administrative capital of the country.  This city 

combines the beauty of nature with strategic town planning and infrastructure development. It is a proud 

symbol of Malaysia’s aspiration to be a developed nation. Putrajaya is known for its striking architecture, 

wide open spaces, parks and a scenic man-made lake. The focal point of Putrajaya is the Putra Square. 

Aesthetically designed offices line the streets while uniquely shaped bridges link the various precincts of 

Putrajaya. The pink-domed Putra Mosque stands as one of the most prominent structures in the township.

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DATARAN PUTRA (Putra Square) | Precinct 1

Covering an area of 300 m, the circular Putra Square is a popular 
venue for events and ceremonies. It has concentric stars 
representing the states of Malaysia and is adorned with light and 
water features. Putra Square is flanked by Putra Mosque, Perdana 
Putra, Putra Bridge and the Promenade.

MASJID PUTRA (Putra Mosque) | Precinct 1 
One of the most famous landmarks in Putrajaya, this mosque 
is distinguished by its magnificent pink dome. It is constructed 
with rose-tinted granite and inspired by some of the world’s most 
famous mosques. The Mosque was officially opened on 30 August 
2000. Visitors are advised to dress appropriately when visiting the 
mosque. Women will be required to wear headscarves.

PERDANA PUTRA  | Precinct 1  
Overlooking Lake Putrajaya, Putra Mosque and Putra Square, this
complex comprises the Prime Minister’s Office, the office of the
Deputy Prime Minister and Chief Secretary to the Government.
The design of Putra Perdana incorporates elements of Islamic
Mogul architecture. The Prime Minister’s Office is located at 
the Central Main Block and is distinguished by the distinctively 
topped main dome design that resembles the Zahir Mosque in 
Alor Setar, Kedah.

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TANGGA PUTRAJAYA (Putrajaya Steps)
| Precinct 1

Putrajaya Steps is an iconic and instagrammable 
spot that is great for strolls and outdoor workouts. 
Consisting 250 steps, this attraction has been 
accredited by the Malaysia Book of Records as the 
Longest Stairway in a Public Park. The steps reach 30 
m in height and were constructed in conjunction with 
Putrajaya’s Silver Jubilee celebration. Putrajaya Steps 
provides a seamless connectivity for pedestrians to 
access two major places of interest – Dataran Putra and 
Putrajaya Landmark. 

ANJUNG FLORIA  | Precinct 4   
Accessible via Putrajaya’s Water Taxi, Anjung Floria is a beautiful park located 
in Precinct 4. Visitors can take in the gorgeous scenery as they stroll amidst 
the blooming flowers and tastefully designed landscaping. While here, 
visitors can also visit the other parks nearby, such as the Malaysia-China 
Friendship Park, Fantasy Park, English Garden, and Heliconia Garden.

MASJID TUANKU MIZAN ZAINAL ABIDIN
(Tuanku Mizan Zainal Abidin Mosque) | Precinct 3  
The Tuanku Mizan Zainal Abidin Mosque, or Iron Mosque is the second 
principal mosque in Putrajaya, Malaysia after Putra Mosque. It is located 
in Putrajaya’s Precinct 3, opposite the Palace of Justice. The mosque was 
officially opened on 11th June 2010 by the 13th Yang di-Pertuan Agong or 
King of Malaysia, Tuanku Mizan Zainal Abidin. Among its main highlights is 
the fine glass used to create an illusion of a white mosque from a distance.  
The path towards the mosque crosses the road known as the Kiblat Walk.

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CRUISE TASIK PUTRAJAYA (Lake Cruise) 
| Precinct 1 
Visitors can embark on a leisurely cruise to take 
in the breath-taking sight of the city’s landmarks. 
There are different modes of transportation such as 
the Sightseeing Cruise, Sightseeing Joycruiser, and 
Sightseeing Perahu Dondang Sayang, which is a 
gondola-like vessel resembling a traditional Malay 
perahu. Another option is Daun, a luxury dining cruise 
boat that comes with the trimmings of a five-star 
restaurant, so passengers can dine in style while 
enjoying the view. Here, you can also find the Putrajaya 
Water taxi, the latest public transport service along the 
lake which has seven jetty checkpoint stops. 

MONUMEN ALAF BARU
(Millennium Monument)
| Precinct 2

Known as Putrajaya’s first national 
monument, this structure is situated 
in Precinct 2 on a 25-hectare park. 
Standing at 68 m, the monument is 
constructed of solid metal. It serves to 
document the country’s history, dating 
back to the 15th century.

SIGNATURE BRIDGES
Putrajaya’s signature bridges are an arresting sight. The Putra Bridge 
is touted to be the most prominent bridge in Putrajaya. This 435 m 
concrete structure spans from Precinct 1 to Precinct 2. It is part of the 
main protocol route which links Dataran Putra and Persiaran Perdana.  
Other remarkable bridges include Seri Perdana Bridge, Seri Gemilang 
Bridge, Seri Bakti Bridge, Seri Setia Bridge, Seri Saujana Bridge, Seri 
Bestari Bridge and the Seri Wawasan Bridge.

TAMAN WETLAND (Wetland Park) | Precinct  13

Comprising the Wetland Park (138 hectares) and wetland 
area (197 hectares), this is a must-see destination for 
nature-lovers and environmentalists. There are 24 
wetland cells thriving with flora and fauna and the main 
habitats are marshes, swamp forests, ponds and lakes. 
Putrajaya Wetland Park is the biggest man-made wetland 
in Malaysia and the tropics.

FORT LUKUT AND LUKUT MUSEUM | Port Dickson  
History enthusiasts can make a trip to the historical town of 
Lukut and visit its main attraction - the Lukut Museum and 
Fort. Take a deep dive into Lukut’s golden era as the capital of 
the tin trade or pore over artefacts from the Nassau shipwreck, 
a Dutch East India battleship, which sank off the coast of Port 
Dickson in 1606. Further away are the ruins of the Lukut Fort. 
The fort was built in 1847 to protect the town’s booming tin 
trade. Other attractions here include the legendary ‘poisoned 
well’ that is believed to have been used to punish criminals in 
the ancient days.

DINING
Negeri Sembilan is home to the traditional hot and spicy 
Minangkabau or Minang food, which is easily available in the 
capital city of Seremban and other towns.  The signature item 
in Negeri Sembilan is known as Masak Lemak Cili Api. 

Masak Lemak Cili Api 
Among the state’s traditional fare includes Masak Lemak Cili Api, 
where the main ingredient is usually beef, chicken or fish. It is 
simmered in coconut milk and cooked until tender. The fiery 
taste comes from the use of Cili Api or Cili Padi, which is a tiny 
variety of chilli but regarded as the hottest. This dish is a great 
accompaniment to white rice. 

Apam Johol 
This traditional delicacy is famous in the town of Johol. Wheat 
flour, sugar, brown sugar and breadcrumbs are mixed and 
wrapped in a special leaf called Rambai leaf to preserve its 
aroma. It is then steamed and eaten with a sambal sauce or just 
as a tea-time snack. 

Lemang 
Lemang is made of glutinous rice and coconut milk, filled into 
young bamboo tubes and roasted over a slow open fire. It is 
savoured with a thick dry meat curry called Rendang. 

Satay Tulang Jelebu
A variation of the famous Malaysian satay, this version is made 
of chicken meat and its soft cartilage, marinated using a special 
recipe of spices. The satay is then charcoal grilled until tender. 

Nasi Ulam 
A tasty, refreshing and healthy option, Nasi Ulam is a rice dish 
that is cooked with an infusion of herbs and leafy vegetables, 
onions and roasted coconut. 

Air Jando Pulang 
A refreshing thirst quencher, Air Jando Pulang is made of 
coconut water and sweetened with palm syrup. Basil seeds and 
a fruit called Buah Kabung are added for texture and taste.

(Porta de Santiago)  | Melaka City

was built in 1511 by Alfonso d’Albuquerque, 
a Portuguese admiral. Even though most 
parts of the fortress were badly damaged 
during the Dutch invasion in 1641, its iconic 
gateway still stands to this day.
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THE STADTHUYS | Melaka City 

Characterised by salmon red walls, 
The Stadthuys was once the official 
residence of the Dutch governors 
and their officers. Built in 1645, it now 
houses the Museum of History and 
Ethnography.

Other 
items include a huge diorama depicting a sultan’s court as well 
as clothing, weapons, stone inscriptions, musical instruments 
and photographs.

HERITAGE GALLERY |  Melaka City  
 Looking for local food and souvenirs? Visit the Heritage Gallery for 
a diverse array of local delicacies such as Cencaluk (a salty preserve 
made of fermented shrimps) or Gula Melaka (local palm sugar) 
as well as keychains, fridge magnets, t-shirts and many more. 
Heritage Gallery is located at the Lower Ground Floor of Dataran 
Pahlawan Melaka Megamall. 

SUBMARINE MUSEUM | Jalan Klebang

Located in Klebang, this is the first and only submarine 
museum in the country. The submarine itself was the SMD 
Quessant, decommissioned by the French Navy and later used 
as a training vessel by the Royal Malaysian Navy from 2005 
to 2009. It still contains its original equipment such as the 
torpedo launching platform, torpedo bays, navigational and 
communications equipment, as well as its engine room. Venture 
into the past as you board this majestic vessel and explore 
the interior of spaces such as the crew’s living quarters and 
corridors.

MELAKA STRAITS MOSQUE 
(Floating Mosque)  | Pulau Melaka  
Located on Pulau Melaka, a man-made island, this mosque
is built on stilts above the Straits of Malacca. The resplendent
mosque was officiated by His Majesty the King of Malaysia
in 2006. It boasts golden-coloured domes and a graceful
archway. The mosque looks like it is floating beautifully 
on water when the tide is high, hence the name Floating 
Mosque.

DINING
Melaka is famous for delicious food like Satay Celup, Chicken 
Rice Balls, seafood as well as a delicious range of Nyonya, Chitty 
and Portuguese food. You can sample these local delights at the 
city’s many restaurants, coffee shops, cafes and food courts.

Portuguese food
Malaysian Portuguese food is a mix between traditional 
Portuguese recipes, with traces of Dutch, British and local 

ingredients. It is also influenced by Malay, Chinese, Indian and 
Nyonya styles of cooking. Be adventurous and try dishes such as 
Pasu Kaemadu (baked fish), Garing Garing Fretu (fried whitebait 
with sliced shallots) and the fiery El Diablo curry (Devil’s Curry) 
while you are here.

Satay Celup 
Satay Celup is unique to Melaka. It comprises a large variety 
of seafood, meat and vegetables – raw or semi-cooked, that is 
eaten with a thick and spicy peanut sauce. It is served with rice 
cubes and cucumber.

Chicken Rice Balls
Enjoy the novelty of eating rice balls with chicken meat, 
cucumber and garlic infused chilli sauce. This dish is another 
much sought after delicacy in Melaka.

Seafood
Grilled fish wrapped in banana leaf, fish in tamarind sauce, fish 
head curry, chilli crab, buttered prawns, stuffed squids, cockles 
and oysters – these are just a few of the mouth-watering 
seafood dishes offered at restaurants in Umbai, Serkam, Alai, 
Pernu and Kuala Sungai Baru on the southern coast of Melaka.

Nyonya food
Nyonya cuisine is a marriage of Chinese cooking styles with 
Malay ingredients and condiments. Melaka is one of the best 
places to savour exotic Nyonya fare such as Otak-Otak (spicy fish 
meat wrapped in banana leaf ), Itik Tim (duck stew with salted 
vegetables) and Perut Ikan (preserved fish stomach in herbs). 

Essential Information
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Chitty food
Traditional Chitty food boasts a delectable blend of Indian spices 
and local ingredients. Tickle your taste buds with dishes like 
Ikan Parang Masak Pindang (fish in spicy soup base), Nasi Lemak 
(cooked Chitty-style), Nasi Kembuli (Kembuli rice) and Pulut 
Tekan (glutinous rice cake).

Cencaluk 
Unique to Melaka, this is a traditional preserve made of 
fermented small shrimps known in the local language as Udang 
Geragau. It is usually served as a condiment together with chilli, 
lime juice and shallots. 

Gula Melaka 
A speciality of Melaka, Gula Melaka is a palm sugar that 
is solidified in bamboo tubes. It has a slightly smoky and 
caramelised flavour and even said to taste like butterscotch. Gula 
Melaka is used to sweeten local desserts such as Cendol and 
cakes such as Kuih Keria and Onde Onde. 

TRANSPORTATION
Melaka is located on the southwestern coast of Peninsular 
Malaysia. It is 144 km from Kuala Lumpur, 90 km from Port 
Dickson and 224 km from Johor Bahru. Travel options are 
numerous as the state is accessible by air, road, rail or sea.

Getting There
By Air
Those arriving at the Kuala Lumpur International Airport can take 
a taxi or bus to Melaka. As for those arriving at Melaka Airport 
in Batu Berendam, you may take a taxi or bus to Melaka City, 
which is 10km away from the airport. This airport also serves 
international travellers from Singapore via Scoot Airlines.  

By Road
The North-South Expressway runs through the state and 
provides easy access to the places of interest within the city, 
especially places that are located near the Simpang Ampat, Ayer 
Keroh and Lipat Kajang exits. Melaka Sentral, the bus and taxi 
terminal in Peringgit, is situated about 6 km from the city. The 
terminal also houses a shopping arcade and bazaar.

By Sea
There are daily ferry services to Melaka from Dumai and 
Bengkalis in Sumatera, Indonesia. The Melaka Marina Complex in 
Kota Laksamana is a new stopover destination for cruise ships.

By Rail
Keretapi Tanah Melayu Berhad (KTMB) operates regular services 
from various parts of the country to Tampin and vice versa. You 
can take a taxi or bus from the Tampin / Pulau Sebang Station, 
which is 38 km from Melaka City.

Getting Around
Trishaw Ride 
The best and most interesting way to discover Melaka’s city’s 
historic heart is by a trishaw ride. The trishaw will take you 
through streets, turning into corners and lanes where many 
fascinating sights await. The trishaw can be hired on an hourly 
basis or by distance at The Stadthuys.

By Taxi
You can get a taxi at bus stations, hotels and shopping 
complexes. Car rentals and e-hailing are also a convenient way 
to get around. 

By Bus
To enjoy the sights and scenes like a local, take the local buses or 
the Panorama Melaka tourist bus.

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ENDAU-ROMPIN NATIONAL PARK 
Covering an area of approximately 92,000 hectares, 
Endau Rompin National Park is a nature reserve 
teeming with exotic flora and fauna. Straddling 
across two states, Johor and Pahang, Endau 
Rompin is the second largest national park after 
Taman Negara. It derives its name from the rivers 
of Endau and Rompin. The park is home to a vast 
species of birds, mammals, frogs, insects as well 
as endemic and rare varieties of orchids, herbs, 
medicinal plants and trees. Hikers may chance 
upon leaf monkeys, long-tail macaques, white-
handed gibbons and birds. The pristine jungles are 
home to elephants, deer, tapirs and the occasional 
tiger and leopard. For adventure lovers, the scenic 
Buaya Sangkut waterfalls and rapids are not-to-
be-missed destinations. There are two entry points 
to the national park from Johor; one through 
Kampung Peta and the other at Kampung Selai. 
To protect the pristine environment, only limited 
areas of the park are open for ecotourism. Entry to 
the park requires a special permit from the Johor 
National Park Corporation.

This scrumptious blend of noodles with fish curry gravy is 
a Johor speciality. It is garnished with pickled white radish, 
onions, bean sprouts, mint leaves, coriander, cucumber and 
added with a dash of lime juice and sambal belacan (chilli 
paste) on the side.

Nasi Briyani Gam
Unlike other varieties, the Nasi Briyani Gam is cooked by sealing 
both the rice and meat in a pot using edible starch as  ‘gum’ 
so that the meat juices infuse with the rice grains. It is then 
eaten with vegetable dalcha, pickles and chutney. This rice dish 
originates from Batu Pahat.

Mee Bandung
Another Johor speciality is Mee Bandung, a noodle dish that is 
eaten with slices of beef, prawns, dried shrimps, boiled egg and 
a sprinkle of crushed peanuts.

Lontong
First time visitors should try this unique dish – rice cubes eaten 
with a rich vegetable gravy. The gravy has a coconut milk base 
and contains a generous assortment of vegetables, soybean 
cake and anchovies. This wholesome meal is complemented by 
the flavoursome chilli paste. 

Seafood
Kukup is famous for its fresh and tasty Chinese as well as Malay 
seafood. Select from an assortment of fish, crab, squid or cockles 
and have them grilled, steamed or fried. Have your meal while 
enjoying a scenic view of the sea. Nearby is Kukup Island, one of 
the world’s largest mangrove islands.

TRANSPORTATION
Johor, the southernmost state, ranks among the country’s 
main transportation hubs. It is 368 km from Kuala Lumpur and 
borders Singapore. You can fly, drive or take the train or ferry 
here as it is connected by a comprehensive transportation 
network.

By Air
Apart from Kuala Lumpur and other parts of the peninsula, 
Johor is also accessible from Sabah and Sarawak by air. You 
can fly to Johor from several destinations in Malaysia. Senai 
International Airport is situated 32 km from Johor Bahru.

Johor Bahru is 330 km or a four-hour drive from Kuala Lumpur 
via the North-South Expressway. Both the Johor-Singapore 
Causeway and the Second Link Expressway connect Singapore 
to Johor as well as the rest of the peninsula. Bus services to 
Johor from major cities and towns in the peninsula are available 
throughout the day.

Tanjung Pengelih & Desaru is the entrance point from Singapore 
by ferry. Ferry services are also available from Batam and Tanjung 
Pinang in Indonesia to International Ferry Terminal.

TANJUNG TUALANG TIN DREGDE (TT5) | Batu Gajah 

Tin dredges were a common sight in Perak in its heyday as 
a tin-mining destination. Today, there is only one remaining 
tin dredge known as Tanjung Tualang Tin Dredge No. 5 
or TT5.  This restored relic is open to the public and offers 
a Guided Dredge Tour and panning demonstrations. 
Commissioned in 1938 and built in England by F.W. Payne & 
Sons, the dredge was upgraded in 1963 and continued its 
operations for 44 years until August 1982. In 1997, Malaysian 
Mining Corporation (MMC) donated TT5 to the Perak State 
Government. It is located about 40 minutes’ drive from Ipoh.

LOST WORLD OF TAMBUN  | Tambun

Lost World of Tambun is an action-packed, wholesome family 
adventure destination. This self-contained wonderland is 
cocooned by lush tropical jungle, natural hot springs and 
breathtaking limestone formations. The park boasts seven amazing 
attractions including a water park, animal park and hosts exciting 
live shows, making it the ultimate day and night destination for 
visitors of all ages.

ZOO TAIPING & NIGHT SAFARI  | Taiping

Home to more than 180 local and exotic wildlife species, Zoo 
Taiping is the country’s first zoo. Join the Night Safari for a ride 
on the mini train around the zoo and watch the zoo’s nocturnal 
inhabitants in action.

A favourite among coffee lovers around the country, 
Ipoh White Coffee had a rich aroma and smooth taste as the 
beans are slow-roasted in palm oil margarine.  

Ikan Pekasam 
Marinated in toasted rice and salt, fish is left to ferment for two 
weeks in a closed urn. The process softens the fish’s scales and 
bones and gives the traditional delicacy its distinct sharp tangy 
taste. Pekasam is usually eaten with plain rice or added in fried 
rice.

This delectable combination of braised chicken, bean sprouts 
and rice is another recipe that originates from Ipoh. Fresh and 
crunchy, the bean sprouts here are said to taste better as they are 
grown with water from the limestone hills. 

Seafood 
Seafood lovers will find a variety of dishes at the towns of Lumut 
on the mainland, and on Pangkor Island.   

Rendang Tok 
Rendang Tok is a flavorsome Malay delicacy made with a 
combination of spices, herbs, coconut milk as well as beef and 
served with turmeric rice. It is normally served during special 
occasions such as weddings and important celebrations.

Pomelo 
This large citrus fruit is found abundantly in Ipoh and Tambun.   
Roadside stalls are aplenty selling freshly plucked pomelos from 
the farms.  Pomelo is juicy and has a subtle sweetness and a 
tinge of bitter aftertaste, making it unique and refreshing.

Getting There
By Road 
Ipoh is 157km from Penang and 200km from Kuala Lumpur. 
Apart from air-conditioned coaches from Kuala Lumpur 
International Airport to Ipoh, there are also bus services from 
main bus terminals in Kuala Lumpur (Terminal Bersepadu 
Selatan and Hentian Duta) and Butterworth in Penang to the 
Amanjaya Terminal in Meru Raya, Ipoh.

Keretapi Tanah Melayu Berhad (KTMB) provides train services 
to all major towns in Perak, namely Sungkai, Batu Gajah, Ipoh, 
Kuala Kangsar and Taiping. The fastest mode is the Electric Train 
Services (ETS) that plies between Seremban, KL Sentral and Ipoh. 

By Air 
Sultan Azlan Shah Airport is located in Ipoh, about 6 km from 
the city. Airlines such as Air Asia and Scoot Airlines fly the Ipoh -

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THE PENANG HILL BIOSPHERE RESERVE (PHBR)
One of Penang’s oldest icons, Penang Hill is a popular retreat for 
those who wish to escape the city’s blistering heat. Also known 
as Bukit Bendera, Penang Hill soars 833 m (2,723 feet) above sea 
level. A funicular train service takes visitors to the summit in 5 
minutes, where a spectacular panoramic view of George Town 
and its surroundings – all the way up to the mainland – awaits 
at the Viewing Deck 2. The railway has the steepest tunnel in the 
world. Penang Hill also has many nature trails. 

CHOWRASTA MARKET  | George Town 

Operating since the late 1890s, Chowrasta Market is divided 
into several sections. In the front are stalls selling local products 
including pickled nutmeg, durian cake, medicinal oils and balms. 
The wet market is at the back with stalls selling fresh produce. 
The upper level is a treasure trove of shoes and clothes, with 
coffee shops and even second-hand bookstores.

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TROPICAL SPICE GARDEN  | Teluk Bahang

Set out over eight acres of secondary jungle in Teluk Bahang 
overlooking the Straits of Malacca, the garden has more than 
500 living specimens of lush and exotic flora. Different trails 
introduce more than 100 varieties of spices, herbs, ferns and 
orchids. Throughout the garden are themed Garden Rooms with 
special plant collections complete with informational signages.

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WAT CHAYAMANGKALARAM THAI BUDDHIST 
TEMPLE  | George Town

The main shrine and pagoda of Wat Chayamangkalaram was 
built in 1845 and houses a 108-foot gold-plated statue of the 
reclining Buddha, said to be one of the longest in the world. This 
traditional Thai complex also houses smaller shrines of Buddhas 
and popular Thai deities. In addition to local Thais, the temple 
is popular with devotees of all nationalities who come to the 
temple on various religious occasions throughout the year.

KEK LOK SI TEMPLE  | Bukit Bendera

Meaning “Temple of Supreme Bliss” in Penang Hokkien, the 
Buddhist temple is a visible landmark in Air itam. Built in 1890, 
the seven-storey pagoda of 10,000 Buddhas combines a Chinese 
octagonal base with a middle tier of Thai design and a Burmese 
crown. On a hillside is a 30.2m bronze statue of the goddess 
Kwan Yin. The temple is particularly spectacular during the 
Chinese New Year celebrations when it is lit up.

Reconnect with nature in its purest form as you immerse 
yourself in our 130-million-year-old rainforest. Starting at the 
forest floor, our Naturalists will take you on a journey along our 
Nature Trail to explore the myriad of flora and fauna – plants, 
trees, insects, birds, reptiles, and mammals that call The Habitat 
home.

DINING
One of the main highlights of a trip to Penang is the food. You 
will be amazed at the sheer variety of Chinese, Malay, Indian and 
Nyonya cuisine vying for your attention. Don’t miss delicious 
street food like Assam Laksa, Hokkien Mee, Chee Cheong Fun, 
Char Kuay Teow, Pasembor and Mee Goreng. You can also try 
delicious Peranakan or Nyonya food such as Mee Siam, Otak-
Otak, Kerabu, Enche Kabin and Curry Kapitan. Equally delicious is 
Nasi Kandar, an Indian Muslim dish. Seafood restaurants offering 
a wide variety of scrumptious dishes are found in abundance 

along the coastal areas on the island as well as the mainland. 
Main foodie zones include Gurney Drive. Enjoy Penang’s 
authentic local favourites. 

Char Kuay Teow 
The aromatic Char Kuay Teow is one of the most popular street 
food in Penang. It is made from flat rice noodles stir fried with 
dark and light soy sauce as well as prawns, cockles, chilli, bean 
sprouts and Chinese chives. Duck egg and crab meat are usually 
added for that extra flavour. 

Assam Laksa 
A soupy dish, Assam Laksa tickles the tastebuds with a 
combination of sweet, sour and spicy flavours. A bowl of Assam 
Laksa comes with smooth rice noodles, shredded fish (typically 
mackerel), sliced pineapples, cucumber and lettuce, topped 
with onions, red chillis and mint leaves. The condiments are 
immersed in a tangy tamarind-flavoured soup. 

Nasi Kandar 
Nasi kandar is a speciality of the Indian Muslim community that 
originates from Penang. Enjoy rice with a tantalising choice of 
beef, chicken, mutton, fish, prawn or squid curry, accompanied 
by side dishes and papadom crackers. It is said that a visit to 
Penang is incomplete without savouring a good plate of Nasi 
Kandar. 

Hokkien Mee 
Unlike its namesake in Kuala Lumpur, the Penang Hokkien Mee 
comprises flavoursome prawn soup and noodles garnished 
with prawns, fish cake, vegetables and fried shallots.

Pasembor 
Similar to dressed salads, the Pasembor is a mix of shredded 
turnip and cucumber, dough fritters, fried bean curd as well 
as boiled potatoes topped with a sweet and spicy sauce. The 
crunch of the fritters, the taste of the sauces and the freshness 
of the vegetables make Pasembor a delightful snack.

Getting There
By Air 
Penang has air links with Kuala Lumpur and major capitals of 
the region such as Singapore, Bangkok, Phuket, Medan, Banda 
Acheh, Macau, Hong Kong, Xiamen and Taipei. Its airport, the 
Penang International Airport, is about 16 km from George Town. 
You can purchase taxi coupons at the airport before leaving for 
various destinations in the state or hire limousines, which cost 
slightly higher. 

By Road 
Visitors can enjoy a drive to Penang and  enjoy the beautiful 
scenery along the way via the two bridges that connect Penang

BUJANG VALLEY ARCHAEOLOGY MUSEUM 
Sprawling over 224 km, Bujang Valley is the site of one of Southeast Asia’s 
oldest civilisations, believed to be more than 2000 years old. More than 50 
ancient structures known as candi and close to 1,000 artefacts have been 
unearthed so far. Some of the candis have been preserved and relocated to the 
museum grounds. Visitors can gain an insight at the museum gallery or visit the 
surrounding candis to view these incredible relics up close.
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MASJID ZAHIR  | Alor Setar

A famous landmark in Alor Setar, 
Masjid Zahir features distinctive 
black domes – one main dome and 
five smaller domes, which represent 
the five tenets of Islam. The 
exquisite Moorish architecture of 
this mosque is similar to mosques 
in Langkat, North Sumatera. It was 
built in 1912 by the then Sultan of 
Kedah. The mosque is one of the 
oldest in Malaysia.

ULU MUDA ECO PARK
Ulu Muda Eco Park is a sanctuary for over 109 species of 
mammals, 54 species of reptiles and 33 species of fish. Nestled 
within the vast 120,000-hectare Ulu Muda Forest, it is a safe 
haven for animals such as elephants, tigers, rhinoceros, 
seladang, sun bears and tapirs. The park is among the best 
places for birdwatching as it shelters numerous bird species 
including the red-crowned barbet, large wren babblers and 
hooded pitta.

Kedah also offers delectable Thai food. Try these authentic local 
favourites:

Laksa Kuala Kedah 
Tickle your tastebuds with this local speciality – a delightful dish 
made from rice vermicelli noodles and aromatic fish gravy. It is 
garnished with cucumber, onion and herbs. Unlike other types 
of laksa, Laksa Kuala Kedah has additional ingredients like eels, 
spicy shredded coconut and boiled eggs. 

Pekasam 
This pungent delicacy is made from fish preserved with salt, 
rice and tamarind slices. The longer it keeps, the better it is said 
to taste. Fried Pekasam can be served with fresh chilli as well as 
shallots and eaten with rice or glutinous rice. Pekasam is sold at 
Pekan Rabu in Alor Setar. 

Nasi Ulam 
Nasi Ulam is a healthy combination of rice, fresh herbs and 
spices. Gulai Rebung or stir-fried bamboo shoot is another 
delicacy in Kedah.

MASJID AL-HUSSAIN

Nature lovers can enjoy wildlife observation, 
trekking, night jungle walks, birdwatching, night safari, caving, 
camping and canoeing. Sungai Relau is known for its two Kelah 
or Red Mahseer fish sanctuaries. It is also famed among mountain 
climbers as the gateway to Gunung Tahan, one of the most 
challenging peaks in the peninsula.  The route to Gunung Tahan 
only takes about two days from Sungai Relau compared to the 
longer five-day trek from Kuala Tahan. The park is about 7 km from 
the small town of Merapoh and can be accessed by road or train.

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MERAPOH CAVES  | Kuala Lipis

Merapoh is located in the district of Lipis, Pahang. It is 
less than 10 km towards the Sungai Relau entry point to 
Taman Negara. Many are unaware that Merapoh which 
has at least 85 limestone hills is regarded as a “Cavers 
Paradise”.  Merapoh has some nice world class caves. 
Some caves are archaeological sites, others are beautiful 
with stalagmites and stalactites, and underground rivers. 
They are home to a wide variety of cave fauna such as 
bats, swiftlets, snakes and invertebrates. These include 
insects, spiders, beetles, cockroaches, centipedes and 
millipedes. 
Peninsular Malaysia’s limestone hills cover only 0.3% of 
the land area but are home to 14% of her plants species. 
Interesting discovers were made at the limestone 
hills around Merapoh – rare, endemic plants, even 
unrecorded ones. 
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ROMPIN STATE PARK  | Rompin 
Rompin State Park is a vast 870km2 expanse of pristine lowland forest that 
connects a similarly large forest in neighbouring Johor, 35km away from Kuala 
Rompin. Here, visitors can experience the 50 m-drop of Seri Mahkota Waterfall or 
visit displays on the park’s flora and fauna at the Rainforest Discovery Centre. Other 
sights are available such as an interpretation centre, campsite, suspension bridge, 
and an observation tower. Join guided walks into the jungle with the local Jakun 
Orang Asli, or fish alongside the Kinchin and Kemapan Rivers.

A 
number of dishes are said to have royal origins as they were 
specially created by the royal chefs of yesteryear. 

Destinations such as Jerantut, Lipis, Temerloh and Pekan are 
regarded as the places to sample authentic Pahang food. 
Seafood lovers should not miss a visit to Temerloh, famed as 
Bandar Ikan Patin or ‘the town of silver catfish’. 
Some local favourites include: 

Laksa Pahang
Noodles and fish fillet are cooked to perfection and served with 
a spicy gravy. Although laksa is available in other parts of the 
country, Laksa Pahang gets its unique taste and flavour from its 
special ingredients and traditional recipe. 

Opor Pahang
Made of beef, mutton or lamb, this spicy, dry meat dish is 
cooked with spices and coconut milk. Opor Pahang is best 
savoured with white rice or fragrant buttered rice.

Hailed as a royal favourite, this delectable dessert is made with 
a medley of bananas, prunes, dates, cherries and cashew nuts.

Patin Masak Tempoyak
Originating from the town of Temerloh, the main ingredient 
of this dish is Ikan Patin, a freshwater fish.  It is cooked with 
Tempoyak, a fermented durian paste along with exotic spices to 
create a harmonious blend of tastes from sweet, sour to spicy.

Sambal Hitam
Sambal lovers can try out this crispy and tangy version of sambal 
that is black in colour. Although sambal is usually red, this variety 
gets its darker hue from the belimbing buluh (belimbi / tree 
sorrel) that is slow cooked with anchovies, bird’s eye chilli and 
onions. It is a perfect match with rice, porridge and soups.

By Air 
Malaysia Airlines operates daily flights from the Kuala Lumpur 
International Airport (KLIA) to the Sultan Ahmad Shah Airport 
in Kuantan. The journey takes about 40 minutes. In addition, 
visitors can get to Pahang via Firefly and Batik Air. 

By Road 
Kuantan is situated about 260 km from Kuala Lumpur. There 
is a good network of roads linking the state to Kuala Lumpur,

By Bus 
Express buses to Pahang can easily be obtained from Kuala 
Lumpur. Buses depart from the Bandar Tasik Selatan bus terminal. 
Pahang is also well-connected to the neighbouring states of 
Kelantan and Terengganu.

By Rail 
The towns of Mentakab, Jerantut, Kuala Krau and Kuala Lipis in 
Pahang are among the towns connected by rail. The towns are 
accessible from Kuala Lumpur and the neighbouring states via 
the KTM trains.

Getting Around
Getting around Kuantan is relatively simple with the easy 
availability of buses and taxis. Taxis are available at main hubs 
such as Kompleks Teruntum, Berjaya Megamall and Jalan 
Mahkota.

From the time you arrive, the 
magic of Lang Tengah will enchant you – the waters are crystal 
clear, the view stunningly beautiful and the atmosphere totally 
peaceful. There are only three resorts on this island, giving 
visitors total relaxation and lots of privacy. Access to this island 
is via the Merang Jetty.

CHEMERONG WATERFALL  | Hulu Dungun

Hailed as the highest waterfall in the country, the multi-tiered 
Chemerong Waterfall is truly a spectacular sight. It cascades some 
305 m along rugged cliffs and rock faces and plunges into a scenic 
pond. The vast size of this waterfall makes it visible even from 
afar. Visitors in search of milder forms of recreation can visit the 
recreational forest nearby. Chemerong Waterfall is situated in the 
Chemerong Forest Reserve, about 30 km from Bandar Al Muktafi 
Billah Shah in Dungun.

PULAU TENGGOL (Tenggol Island)  | Kuala Nerus

The well-sheltered bay at Pulau Tenggol is home to mature coral 
gardens, making it a delight for reef lovers. Being the furthest 
island from the mainland, the nutrient-rich waters of Tenggol are 
home to a kaleidoscope of colourful corals and marine life. Enjoy 
a stay at any of the three beach resorts here and make Pulau 
Tenggol your dream holiday destination. Access to this island is 
via the Kuala Dungun Jetty.

DINING
Terengganu offers an array of delectable culinary delights. As in 
other states, rice is the staple food. Food is reasonably priced and 
visitors have a wide range of delicacies to try out. As the state is 
situated close to the sea, seafood plays a prominent role in its 
culinary scene. Fresh ingredients are said to give Terengganu’s 
food its lip-smacking taste and distinct fragrance. Try these 
authentic local favourites:

Nasi Dagang 
A great treat for rice lovers,  Nasi Dagang is a satisfying, delicious 
meal made of rice and glutinous rice, cooked with rich coconut 
cream. The aromatic rice is eaten with a tuna curry and a 
vegetable pickle. Nasi Dagang literally means travellers or traders’ 
rice, as it was often taken along by traders who travelled far.

Satar 
This interesting dish consists of succulent boneless fish 
marinated in spices. Satar is wrapped in banana leaves and 
grilled over a flaming charcoal fire.

Keropok Lekor 
A fried snack, keropok lekor is a thick, chewy cracker made of 
ground fish meat. Keropok lekor is best eaten with its special 
chilli dip.

Otak-otak 
Slices of mackerel or prawns are marinated in a coconut and 
spice paste. They are then cooked over a charcoal fire. Otak-otak 
can be eaten as a snack, or together with rice.

Nekbat 
Rice flour and eggs are the main ingredients of this dessert. It is 
eaten with a pandan-flavoured syrup.

Laksa Terengganu  
Rice noodles and a fragrant fish gravy make Laksa Terengganu a 
simple but highly satisfying dish.

Laksam 
Akin to pasta, Laksam is made of wheat and rice flour. It is then 
steamed and served with a gravy made of fish and coconut milk.

Ketupat Sotong 
Seafood lovers should not miss this unusual dish. Ketupat 
sotong or stuffed squid features boiled squids filled with 
glutinous rice cooked in thick coconut milk. The cooked squids 
are lightly sweetened with palm sugar. Ketupat Sotong is a 
popular teatime snack.

PAK DAIM’S SHADOW PLAY GALLERY  | Tumpat

Kelantan is synonymous with cultural performances and traditional pastimes. Among them is Wayang Kulit or Shadow Puppetry, 
which is an ancient form of storytelling. In the past, the village would gather in the evenings to watch the puppet master or Tok 
Dalang as he narrates the stories using prose, poetry and songs. This gallery has a collection of shadow puppets, raw materials as 
well as articles and information associated with this interesting art.

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KOTA BHARU TOURISM ZONE   | Kota Bharu

Kota Bharu Tourism Zone contains the city’s major tourist 
attractions. Among them are Masjid Al-Muhammadi 
(Muhammadi Mosque) Istana Jahar (Museum of Royal Traditions 
and Customs), Istana Batu (Royal Museum), Kampung Kraftangan 
(Handicraft Village), Padang Merdeka, Gerbang Sultan Ismail Petra 
(Petra Arch) and  Siti Aishah Bazaar. The attractions are all situated 
within walking distance from one another.

GELANGGANG SENI (CULTURAL CENTRE)  |  Kota Bharu

Known as the one-stop centre for Kelantan’s folk art, Gelanggang 
Seni is a place to watch, learn and immerse yourself in a variety 
of traditional art forms. Watch Silat, the Malay martial arts, or see 
how musical instruments such as Rebana Ubi (a giant drum) 
are played.  From spinning top, to kite-flying to Wayang Kulit 
(shadow puppetry) and Mak Yong (a traditional musical theatre), 
a visit to Gelanggang Seni gives you a great insight into local 
arts.

BUDDHIST TEMPLES   | Tumpat 
Kelantan has numerous ornate Buddhist temples. The most 
well-known is Wat Photivihan in Kampung Jambu. This temple 
houses the largest Reclining Buddha in Southeast Asia. It 
measures 40 m  in length and 9 m in width. Wat Machimmaram 
in Kampung Bunohan is famed for its Sitting Buddha. It is said 
to be the second largest of-its-kind in Southeast Asia. Wat 
Mai Suwankhiri or the Dragonboat Temple is another famous 
landmark in the state, featuring replicas of a huge dragonboat 
guarded by two magnificent dragons.

HANDICRAFT VILLAGE & CRAFT MUSEUM (KAMPUNG 
KRAFTANGAN) | Kota Bharu

This is a good place to begin your tour of Kota Bharu. Set within 
a beautiful courtyard, the complex houses a Craft Museum, 
souvenir shops, tourism offices and a restaurant. Visitors can 
drop by at the tourism offices here for more information on the 
state’s attractions. View an impressive collection of the state’s 
crafts at the Craft Museum, from embroidered fabrics such as 
Songket and Batik, to silver and pandanus mats. Visitors can learn 
about the history and the processes of making these unique 
handicrafts.

KUALA KOH NATIONAL PARK | Gua Musang 

Pristine and unspoilt, Kuala Koh National Park is the northern 
gateway to Taman Negara. Watch wild animals from the Bumbun 
or observation hides, or walk along the jungle trails and canopy 
walkway for a closer look at the thriving jungle flora and fauna.

CAVING IN GUA IKAN AND

There are a numerous caves in Kelantan, 
especially in the district of Gua Musang 
and Kuala Krai. The most well-known 
cave is Gua Ikan. Literally meaning ‘Fish 
Cave’, this formation was named after 
a fish-shaped rock. Another popular 
spot for spelunking is Gua Gelap, which 
literally means ‘Dark Cave’. It truly lives 
up to its name, with small crevices on 
the cave walls being the only source 
of natural light. The town of Dabong, 
situated about 160 km to the west of 
Kota Bharu, is the gateway to most of 
these natural attractions.  Other exciting 
caves in the state are Gua Cha, Gua Pintu 
and Gua Sidang.

Kelantan is famed for its arts and crafts. Although 
many craft items are now produced on a big 
scale by factories, cottage industries continue to 
thrive and handmade crafts are still very much in 
demand. One of the best places to see cottage 
industries is the stretch of road that leads to 
Pantai Cahaya Bulan. Here, batik fabric in various 
shades can be seen drying out in the sun, while 
roadside stalls offer prettily-decorated giant kites, 
bags and other interesting souvenirs.

Serunding or meat floss is a traditional dry snack made of beef, 
chicken or fish. It can be eaten with rice or on its own and can be 
stored for a long time. This village is well-known for its cottage 
industries from which meat floss is made and supplied to various 
restaurants and shops.

DINING
Kelantan has is a delightful assortment of local fare and most 
eateries are open until late at night to cater to the adventurous 
foodies. Rice, the staple food, is creatively cooked in many ways 
with the infusion of different herbs and spices. Local dishes are 
spicy and pungent and some dishes have Thai influences. The 

state is also known for its variety of sumptuous desserts. 
Try these authentic local favourites: 

Ayam Percik
Crispy, barbecued chicken that has been marinated in spices 
and coconut gravy.

Nasi Kerabu
A rice-based dish served with coconut milk, fish flakes, 
desiccated coconut, spices and sauces.

Nasi Dagang
A combination of rice and glutinous rice, Nasi Dagang is often 
accompanied by spicy tuna fish curry and pickled vegetables.

Budu
A speciality of Kelantan, Budu is a fermented anchovies sauce. 
It is usually served with a hint of lime juice, chilly and onions. 
According to locals, Budu adds that extra zing and taste to an 
otherwise regular meal.

Serunding (meat floss)
A local savoury snack where thinly sliced meat is cooked until it 
is light and fluffy. It can be eaten with rice or used as a sandwich 
filling.

Desserts
Kelantan is a haven for the sweet-toothed. Take your pick from 
the wide array of desserts easily available in Kelantan. The use of 
palm sugar, eggs and coconut milk give the desserts a fragrant 
aroma and rich taste. Popular desserts include Akok, Dodol, Jala 
Mas, Nekbat, Lompat Tikam and Tahi Itek.

By Air 
Malaysia Airlines operates daily direct flights to the Sultan Ismail 
Petra Airport in Pengkalan Chepa, Kelantan. The flights depart 
from the Kuala Lumpur International Airport (KLIA), which is 
located in Sepang. Alternatively, visitors can board the Firefly 
airlines which operates from the Sultan Abdul Aziz Shah Airport 
in Subang, Selangor. The budget carriers AirAsia and Batik Air 
operate daily flights to Kelantan from KLIA Terminal 2. Scoot 
Airlines also flies from Singapore to Kelantan. 

Self-Drive
There is a good network of roads linking major towns in the 
country to Kelantan. Kota Bharu is situated about 474 km from 
Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia’s capital city. Visitors can drive along the 
East West Highway. The journey from Kuala Lumpur to Kelantan 
takes about five hours.

By Bus

By Rail
Keretapi Tanah Melayu Berhad (KTMB) provides daily rail services 
to Kelantan. Since there is no direct train from Kuala Lumpur, 
visitor can board the ETS train from the KL Sentral Station to 
Gemas, then take the eastbound train from Gemas to Kota 
Bahru. Visitors from Johor can board the train from JB Sentral.

Getting Around
Getting around Kelantan is fairly easy as there are buses, taxis, 
trishaws and airport taxis. The local bus station is situated near to 
Kampung Kraftangan or the Handicraft Village. The buses here 
provide access to various places within Kota Bharu. To go outside 
of Kota Bharu town, visitors can take the buses that operate from 
the Jalan Bandar Bus Station. Outstation buses are available at 
the Lembah Sireh Bus Terminal. Buses here connect Kota Bharu 
to Kuala Lumpur as well as other towns in Malaysia.

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TUN SAKARAN MARINE PARK 
Named after the Head of State, this park was declared as a Marine Park in 2004. It is the 
seventh park in Sabah and the largest marine park in the state covering 340 sq km of sea and 
coral reefs and 10 sq km of land. The park comprises eight islands, namely Bohey Dulang, 
Bodgaya, Sebangkat, Selakan, Mantabuan, Sibuan, Maiga, as well as the Church Reef and 
Kapikan Reef.  It is well-known among divers for sightings of eagle rays, turtles, barracuda and 
bumphead parrotfish. The waters contain an abundance of nudibranchs. Tours to this park 
would have to be pre-arranged. Visit the Tun Sakaran Marine Research Unit in Bohey Dulang 
for interesting insights into giant clam spawning and seaweed farming.

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SABAH STATE MUSEUM & HERITAGE VILLAGE
| Kota Kinabalu 

Situated on Bukit Istana Lama, the 17-hectare complex 
comprises the main museum, the Science and Education Centre, 
a Heritage Village, the Sabah Art Gallery and the Museum of 
Islamic Civilisation. The exhibits reflect the state’s rich cultural 
heritage and trading history. Artefacts include ceramics, 
traditional weapons, costumes, musical instruments and more. 
Cultural activities are held regularly at the heritage village.

PORING HOT SPRINGS  | Ranau 

After a visit to Kinabalu Park, make a trip to the Poring Hot 
Springs to soothe away your aches. Poring Hot Springs is 
situated about 40 km from the Kinabalu Park Headquarters. The 
main attractions here are the natural hot springs and a 157.8 m 
long canopy walkway. Standing at 41 m from the forest floor, this 
walkway affords a commanding view of the Borneo rainforest. 
Don’t miss the butterfly farm, orchid conservation centre, 
tropical garden and Rafflesia site.   

LOK KAWI WILDLIFE PARK  | Kota Kinabalu 

Made up of two components, zoological and botanical, this park is 
a delight for children and adults alike. Must-see attractions include 
tigers, proboscis monkeys, deer, orang utans and Borneo pygmy 
elephants. A wide range of plants can be observed from the 
walking trails.

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PULAU MANTANANI (Mantanani 
Island)  | Kota Belud

Lying off the beaten track, Mantanani 
island is a group of three remote islands 
- Mantanani Besar, Mantanani Kecil and 
Lungisan - located off the coast of Kota 
Belud. The waters around the islands have 
a visibility of 40 m, offering a splendid view 
of the blue spotted ray, pink-eyed gobies, 
blue ringed octopus, bumphead parrotfish 
and sometimes dolphins. The islands are 
about 45 minutes away by speedboat 
from the Kuala Abai Jetty in Kota Belud. 
Accommodation is available.

TURTLE ISLANDS PARK | Sandakan

Lying in the Sulu Sea, Turtle Islands Park 
is a cluster of three islands, Selingan, 
Bakungan and Gulisan Kecil. Here, visitors 
have the opportunity to catch sight of rare 
and endangered turtles from the Green 
and Hawksbill species when they swim 
ashore to lay eggs. Only Selingan island, is 
open to visitors.  Besides housing the Park 
Headquarters, it also offers accommodation 
and some basic facilities. A visit to the Turtle 
Islands Park requires an overnight stay. Day 
trips are not available.

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PULAU SIPADAN (Sipadan Island)
Sipadan island is an internationally famous dive site in the Celebes 
Sea. The geographic position of Sipadan at the Indo-Pacific Basin 
(the centre of the richest marine habitat in the world) makes it a 
paradise for divers. The seascape is decorated with huge gorgonian 
sea fans, barrel sponges and gigantic soft tree corals. Steep walls 
form a stunning backdrop while pelagic species such as sharks and 
turtles swim gracefully.

Further away, the Turtle Cavern contains skeletons of turtles that 
were lost in the tunnels.  At Barracuda Point, divers can have 
exciting encounters with schools of barracuda. To preserve the 
delicate ecosystem, accommodation is only provided at the 
neighbouring islands of Mabul and Kapalai . Tours must be 
pre-arranged. The nearest airport to Sipadan is Tawau. 
From Tawau, take an hour’s drive to Semporna before proceeding 
with a 40-minute speedboat ride to the island.

 | Sukau

The Kinabatangan river sustains one of the world’s most diverse ecosystems.  Its 
lower basin has the largest forest-covered floodplain in Malaysia. Exotic wildlife 
such as orang utans, proboscis monkeys and Asian elephants roam free in the 
jungle. There are saveral tour agencies in Sukau that can arrange accommodation, 
transfers and tours. Sukau is about 135 km from Sandakan.

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UPSIDE DOWN HOUSE | Tuaran

This unique attraction was the first of its kind in 
Southeast Asia, listed in the Malaysia’s Book of Records. 
The charming Sabah kampung house is literally flipped 
upside down, with the floor facing skyward and the 
ceiling facing below. Visitors can have the bizarre 
feeling if walking on the ceiling while the furniture 
stands above your head.

RAINFOREST DISCOVERY CENTRE | Sepilok 

The Rainforest Discovery Centre is an environmental 
education centre focused on Borneo’s rainforests. 
Originally established for students, teachers and the 
public. One of the most interesting activities here is 
walking along the 347 m canopy walkway. It is the first-
of-its-kind in the country and one of few such structures 
in Southeast Asia. This centre is situated in the Kabili-
Sepilok Forest Reserve, only ten minutes away from the 
Sepilok Orang Utan Rehabilitation Centre.

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PULAU MABUL AND PULAU KAPALAI
(Mabul and Kapalai Island)  | Semporna

Situated just 25 minutes from Sipadan, Mabul offers a starkly 
different marine environment. The waters here contain tiny marine 
life, making it a great site for macro and muck-diving. Blue-ringed 
octopus, mandarin fish, lionfish, frogfish, moray eels and spike-fin 
gobies are definite show-stealers in the relatively-shallow waters. 
Mabul is slightly larger than Sipadan and has several resorts as well 
as a local village. 

Kapalai is another great location for muck-lovers. In fact, this 
little island is rated by many diving journalists as one of the 
best macro-diving destinations in the world. The jumping-
off point to Mabul and Kapalai is Semporna, situated about 
one hour’s drive from Tawau Airport. The boat ride to the 
islands takes about 45 minutes. There are regular air services 
connecting Tawau and Kota Kinabalu. Transfers can be 
arranged with tour operators.
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THERE ‘S MUCH MORE IN SABAH
The adventure does not end here. Sabah has numerous other attractions waiting to be explored. Visitors will find a number of 
sightseeing spots in Kota Kinabalu and its surroundings. Kudat, situated to the north of Kota Kinabalu, beckons with charming 
attractions such as the Rungus tribal village as well as Tanjung Simpang Mengayau, the tip of Borneo. In Sandakan, the second-
largest town in Sabah, war-related sites and natural enclaves form the main tourist attraction.

DINING
There is a wide range of indigenous specialties awaiting 
adventurous visitors. The rare ferns, greens, fruits and vegetables 

here are whipped up into a myriad of lip-smacking dishes. Aside 
from the local delights, Continental cuisine is widely available 
at major hotels while fast food can be found in towns. The cool 
mountain air and hilly terrain make Sabah a great place to grow 
tea and coffee. Don’t miss a cup of the locally-grown Sabah tea 
or Tenom coffee. Authentic local favourites include:

Tuaran Mee 
A famous hawker dish made from a batter of egg yolk and flour. 
It is stir-fried with local vegetables and garnished with slices of 
roast chicken (or pork) and more eggs.

Ambuyat
Sometimes known as Nantung, this is a thick gluey porridge 
made of sago, tapioca or rice. Don’t let the appearance stop you 
from trying it out – the sticky treat is rolled or twisted around a 
chopstick and savoured with a sauce.

Tuhau
Another dish for the health conscious, Tuhau is a fresh salad 
made from a ginger-like plant. It is pounded and mixed with 
lime juice, onions and chillies. Tuhau can be eaten by itself, or 
savoured together with rice.

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TRANSPORTATION 
Getting There
By Air 
Sabah’s main airport is the Kota Kinabalu International Airport, 
which is the second largest airport in Malaysia. It is situated about 
20 minutes from the city. Malaysia Airlines, AirAsia and Batik Air 
offer direct flights between Kota Kinabalu and Kuala Lumpur. 
There are also international flights to Kota Kinabalu from Brunei 
Darussalam, China, Singapore, Hong Kong and other regional 
airports in Asia. 

By Sea
Visitors from Labuan, Indonesia and Philippines can arrive in 
Sabah by sea. Ferry terminals and immigration checkpoints are 
situated in Kota Kinabalu, Sandakan and Tawau.

The Sutera Harbour Marina in Kota Kinabalu welcomes 
foreign guests who wish to berth their yachts in comfort and 
convenience. Vessels are required to do port clearance before 
their crew is allowed ashore.

By Land
Overland travel between Kota Kinabalu, Kuching and Brunei 
Darussalam is possible via the Trans Borneo Highway. However, 
visitors are advised to be prepared for long journeys. Those who 
are intending to self-drive should plan their routes and rest 
stops. Taxis and e-hailling services are the popular modes of 
transport. Car rentals for self-drives can be arranged.

Getting Around
Local buses and taxis are easily available in Kota Kinabalu 
although tour operators normally arrange most of the overland 
transfers. The local train service that connects Tanjung Aru to 
Beaufort and Tenom is a refreshing alternative to enjoy the 
scenery.

A good network of rural air service connects Kota Kinabalu 
to the gateway towns of Sandakan, Tawau and Lahad Datu. 
The smaller towns of Kudat and Semporna are equipped with 
airstrips.

Hinava
A salad made of raw fish or prawns, Hinava is especially popular 
among the Kadazandusun community. The essential ingredient 
in Hinava is raw fish mixed with lime juice, bird’s eye chili, sliced 
shallots and grated ginger.

Kelupis
Aromatic, filling and delicious, Kelupis is made of glutinous rice 
wrapped in a fragrant leaf called Daun Nyirik. It is cooked in 
coconut milk.
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The Pinnacles
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Sarawak is the largest state in Malaysia, occupying the southwestern ridge of Borneo. Its verdant jungles 
are strewn with massive natural formations, the world’s largest cave chambers as well as endemic flora and 
fauna. Sarawak’s greatest assets include its UNESCO World Heritage Site and numerous protected national 
parks. The vast number of hornbills found here has made Sarawak to be fondly known as ‘the Land of the 
Hornbills’. Its vibrant ethnic groups, coupled with the legacy of the Brooke dynasty, weave a history filled 
with intrigue and fascination.

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MULU NATIONAL PARK
Being a UNESCO World Heritage Site, Mulu National Park is a treasure trove of natural wonders and 
biodiversity. Among its attractions include the world’s largest cave passage, the world’s largest natural 
cave chamber, razor-sharp limestone spikes, and a geological formation resembling the side profile of 
Abraham Lincoln—America’s former President. The astounding mass exodus of bats as they leave their 
caves to go hunting can also be seen here. Those wishing to put themselves to the test can attempt 
to climb the Pinnacles, a trip that will take a total of three days and two nights. You start off with a boat 
ride on the Melinau River to Kuala Litut, and finish with an extreme 2.4km climb that ascends to 1200m 
above sea level.

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BAKO NATIONAL PARK
Not far away from the state’s capital city is 
the Bako National Park with breathtaking 
landscapes and beautiful rock formations. Being 
part of the Sarawak Delta Geopark, it is a Totally 
Protected Area (TPA) gazetted in 1957. The park 
is also inhabited by rare animal species such as 
Proboscis Monkeys and Leaf Monkeys as well as 
over a hundred bird species. Also available are 
notable geosites, including Plateau Sandstones 
Tanjung Sapi, Rocky Coast Teluk Pandan, 
Abrasional Platform Tanjung Rhu, Mesa
Pulau Lakei and Plateau Bako itself.

Described as a ‘living museum’, Sarawak 
Cultural Village showcases the traditional 
dwellings and lifestyles of Sarawak’s major 
ethnic groups, a window to their culture and 
heritage.

Santubong, this award-winning attraction is 
also the venue of the popular Rainforest World 
Music Festival. Among the highlights here is 
the twice-daily cultural performance.

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NIAH NATIONAL PARK
Millions of bats and swiftlets, numerous historical sites, ancient 
tombs and a primary rainforest are among the enchanting 
attractions at this national park. Sprawling over 3,238 hectares, the 
UNESCO recognised Niah National Park as a world Heritage Site 
enjoys great popularity among history lovers and researchers for 
its archaelogical significance. The Great Cave here was inhabited 
by prehistoric men nearly 40,000 years ago. Among the relics 
unearthed include Neolithic paintings and Palaeolithic artefacts. 

Another attraction is the Painted Caves, where depictions of 
human-like figures were found near an ancient burial site. 
Niah National Park is accessible from Miri and Bintulu. It is 
situated about 109km from Miri and 131km from Bintulu.  
Accommodation ranges from chalets, hostels to a rest house.

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DARUL HANA BRIDGE | Kuching

Darul Hana Bridge or Golden Bridge is a stunning landmark in the 
city. Situated along Kuching Waterfront, an S-shaped pedestrian 
bridge connects Kuching North and Kuching South. Meaning 
peace and tranquillity in Arabic, the Darul Hana Bridge features 
traditional and modern design elements including stylised 
hornbills which denote the state’s emblem. It is open daily from 
6.00am to 12.00 midnight.

DARUL HANA MUSICAL FOUNTAIN  |  Kuching

Enjoy a dazzling show of dancing water, colourful lighting and 
special effects. Designed with state-of-the-art technology, this 
fountain has hundreds of nozzles that shoot water 25m upwards. 
This fountain is situated near the Kuching Waterfront, against the 
backdrop of the new State Legislative Assembly (DUN) building.

Visitors can enjoy a 15-minute show from the Main Bazaar 
riverbank. Another vantage point to enjoy the spectacle would be 
the Darul Hana Bridge which spans the Sarawak River. 
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MEDAN NIAGA SATOK  |  Kubah Ria 

If you have always wanted to see how the locals shop, this is a 
must on your itinerary.  This bustling market brings traders from 
all around the area, with an assortment of products ranging from 
fruits, vegetables, handicrafts, forest produce, wild honey, plants, live 
fish to local snacks and delicacies. Find unique souvenirs or try out 
local dishes that are freshly prepared the authentic way. The market 
is synonymous with its native traders who are mostly ladies. The 
best time to visit this market  is Saturday morning to afternoon,  or 
Sunday morning. 

UMA BELOR SUNGAI ASAP LONGHOUSE  |  Belaga 

Uma Belor Longhouse is the longest uninterrupted Kayan 
longhouse in Sarawak, stretching 1km long. It consists of 
seven connected blocks that are home to about 101 doors.  
Visitors will be able to see the intricate handicrafts of the 
Kayan people, such as colourful beads, wood carvings 
and more. For those who love cultural shows, the graceful 
Datun Julud dance will be a feast for the eyes. There are also 
orchard visits to get a glimpse into the lives of the Kayan 
community. If you are coming from Bintulu or Miri,  traverse 
on the Miri-Bintulu countryside road towards Sungai Asap to 
Belaga for 3 hours, before arriving at Uma Belor Longhouse.

HOMESTAYS IN SARAWAK
Experience the unique cultures of Sarawak by living with the 
different ethnic groups. In a homestay programme, visitors 
can stay at an Iban, Bidayuh or Orang Ulu longhouse, a 
Malay kampung house, or even a Melanau traditional house. 
There are 57 homestay clusters in Sarawak that consist of 
718 registered homestay operators.

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IBAN LONGHOUSE
|  Batang Ai, Lemanak and Skrang

Enjoy a longboat journey that takes you into 
the heartland of the Iban tribe. These tours 
take visitors to the traditional longhouse 
settlements to experience the culture and 
lifestyle of one of the largest and well-known 
ethnic groups in Sarawak. The Iban people 
are famed for their warm hospitality and 
visitors can see activities such as blowpipe 
demonstrations, basket weaving, cooking in 
freshly cut bamboo tubes, native dances and 
many more.

SEMENGGOH NATURE RESERVE 
The 1613-acre Semenggoh Nature Reserve is a 
treasure trove of attractions. The most well-
known is the Wildlife Centre that rehabilitates 
orang utans that were injured, orphaned or 
kept illegally. In the sprawling nature reserve, 
visitors can see orang utans of various ages, from 
adorable and mischievous young primates, to 
caring and protective mothers, to mature adults.

Area will transport you back in time to a prehistoric forest; 
with its exposed roots, hanging branches, wild ferns, moss-
covered boulders and scenic waterfalls. Famous waterfalls 
that can be found here, such as the Susung Waterfall and 
Pe’an Waterfall—also known as the Curtain Waterfall. Access 
to this picturesque and instagrammable spot might seem 

difficult at first glance, but it is actually located near a Bidayuh 
settlement known as Kampung Sting; named for its altitude 
as well as its unrivalled view of Bengoh Range and Bengoh 
Dam. Kampung Sting is only a 10-minute boat ride away 
from Susung Falls, with tours available to those interested.

DINING
Sarawak’s traditional delights are perfect for adventurous eaters. 
Coastal areas such as Damai and Santubong offer a variety of 
seafood. The state is also a leading producer of pepper and 
pineapples. In the cool climate of Kelabit Highlands, the natives 
cultivate a special variety of rice called Bario rice. It is harvested 
by hand using age-old methods. The equally cold highlands 
of Ba’Kelalan is gaining popularity for its mountain salt and 
paddy plantation. Sarawak has also been exporting high quality 
swiftlet’s nests for decades. Other specialties of Sarawak include 
umai, a raw fish salad and tabaloi, a traditional sago cookie.

A testament to its food heritage diversity is the recognition of 
Kuching as a UNESCO Creative City of Gastronomy under the 
UNESCO Creative Cities Network (UCCN). Aside from the local 
fare, visitors can enjoy Chinese, Japanese, Korean and Western 

food there.  Continental cuisine are served at major hotels. 
Sarawak’s authentic dishes include:

Sarawak Laksa
This signature dish consists of noodles served with an aromatic, 
tangy soup.

Mee Kolok
Handmade yellow egg noodles are tossed with lard, garlic oil 
and black vinegar to give it the special flavour and taste. Muslim 
stalls offer a halal version of this dish.

Bubur Pedas
Literally meaning ‘spicy porridge’, this dish is made with 
condiments such as yam, bamboo shoots and wild ferns. It is 
popular during the Muslim fasting month.

Manok Pansoh
A specialty of the Dayak ethnic group, this dish is made of 
chicken and ginger that’s cooked in a bamboo log over an open 
fire to seal in the aroma and flavour.

Ikan Terubuk Masin
The salted terubuk fish is popular in Sarawak; tasted best when 
grilled. 

Sarawak Layer Cake
Pretty and colourful, the mosaic-like Sarawak Layer Cake are 
usually homemade and perfect with a cup of coffee.

Bird’s Nest Soup
This highly prized Chinese delicacy is said to have medicinal 
properties. Try it at upmarket restaurants.

Sarawak Pepper
Bottled Sarawak pepper can be purchased at most 
departmental stores, supermarkets, souvenir shops, and mini 
markets.

TRANSPORTATION 
Getting There
By Air 
Sarawak is well-connected both domestically and internationally. 
The main airport is the Kuching International Airport while other 
airports are situated in Miri, Bintulu and Sibu. Malaysia Airlines, 
the national carrier, provides daily direct flights from Kuala 
Lumpur to Kuching with connecting flights to other towns. The 
flight from Kuala Lumpur to Kuching takes about 1 hour and 45 
minutes. Direct flights are also available from Kuala Lumpur to 
Sibu, Miri and Bintulu.

In addition, the budget carrier AirAsia operates flights to 
Kuching, Sibu, Bintulu and Miri from KLIA Terminal 2. AirAsia 
also flies to Kuching from the states of Penang, Johor, & 
Kelantan. Batik Air provides direct flights from Kuala Lumpur to 
Kuching, Sibu, Miri and Bintulu. Sarawak is also accessible by air 
from the neighbouring state of Sabah and Labuan as well as 
neighbouring countries Singapore and Indonesia. 

By Sea
There are regular ferry services to Sarawak from Labuan. The 
staging points are situated in Limbang and Lawas.

By Road
It is possible to drive from Brunei Darussalam to Miri through 
online immigration procedures. The route from Pontianak (West 
Kalimantan) to Kuching can be accessed via Tebedu immigration 
post while Kuching to Singkawang (West Kalimantan) is 
accessible via Biawak immigration post.

Overland transfers are possible via the Pan Borneo Highway 
which connects Sarawak to Sabah and Brunei Darussalam. 

Getting Around
Getting around Kuching is simple with the easy availability of 
buses, taxis and e-hailing services that are available in front of 
major hotels and shopping malls. 

Despite the vast size of the state, getting around to the other 
parts of Sarawak is fairly convenient with a good network of 
rural air services. Airports are situated in Miri, Bintulu, Sibu, Mulu, 
Limbang, Mukah and Tanjung Manis.

LABUAN MARINE PARK
Located 2km off the southern tip of Labuan, the park comprises the islets of Kuraman, Rusukan 
Kecil and Rusukan Besar. It is famous for the four wreck diving sites; namely the American, 
Australian, Blue Water and Cement wrecks. Lovely reefs, white sandy beaches and quiet bays 
make it a great spot for sun-seekers. Visitors are required to adhere to the marine park regulations 
at all times. Activities that are permitted include scuba diving, snorkelling, sailing, canoeing and 
jungle-trekking. Visitors are strictly prohibited from anchoring, fishing, polluting and carrying out 
other activities that can break or damage the corals and reefs.

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LABUAN BIRD PARK  | Tanjung Kubong

This beautiful park sits on the northernmost tip of Labuan. 
Occupying an area of 6.9 hectares, Labuan Bird Park features 
landscaped gardens with flowering plants, shady trees and 
walking paths. Over 300 birds are kept in three large geodesic 
domes connected via four tunnels. Labuan Bird Park also strives 
to be a centre of knowledge on birds. It is home to a variety of 
Bornean birds. This park is situated about 16km from the city 
centre. Entrance fee is applicable.  

THE CHIMNEY  | Tanjung Kubong 

Synonymous with Labuan, the Chimney is somewhat 
of a mystery. The 106-feet high structure was built 
with thousands of red bricks imported from England 
and assumedly 23,000 pieces of bricks were used to 
restore the outer walls. It was originally thought to be a 
ventilation stack. Recently by ongoing research, it was 
discovered that there is no soot within, thus making its 
purpose and existence a puzzle.  The Chimney is situated 
at the Chimney Historical Complex. The Information 
Centre here details the coal mining industry in Tanjung 
Kubong since 1847.

WORLD WAR II MEMORIAL | Jalan Tanjung Batu

Labuan World War II Memorial is the final resting place of 3,908 
soldiers who perished in World War II. The World War II Memorial 
is the prime venue for Remembrance Day, an annual ceremony 
conducted in full military tradition to honour these war heroes.

LABUAN MARINE MUSEUM   | Jalan Tanjung Purun

Built to resemble a ship, the Labuan Marine Museum takes visitors into the intriguing world of marine wonders. The museum features 
marine life specimens and items such as fishing tools, diving gears and oceanography technologies. The main attraction of the gallery 
is the 100-year old 42-feet skeleton of an Indian fin whale found on Sebatu Beach, Melaka. It was once exhibited in Raffles Museum 
of Singapore and the National Museum of Malaysia before being transferred to the Labuan Marine Museum. The skeleton has been 
gazetted as a National Heritage Object in 2024 under the National Heritage Act 2005. This museum is part of the Labuan International 
Sea Sports Complex.

Getting There
By Air 
Labuan is well-linked by air. It is easily accessible from Kuala 
Lumpur International Airport (KLIA), situated in Peninsular 
Malaysia. It is also accessible from Kota Kinabalu in Sabah and Miri 
in Sarawak. 

By Sea
The Labuan International Ferry Terminal receives ferries from 
around East Malaysia except for Kota Kinabalu. Speedboat 
services are available from Sipitang and Menumbok in Sabah, 
where passenger ferries from Menumbok can also accommodate 
vehicles. If you’re in Sarawak, speedboat services are available at 
Limbang and Lawas. From Brunei, you can reach the island in an 
hour. 

Getting Around
Labuan city centre can be easily explored by foot. The city 
centre is one of the most pedestrian-friendly cities in Malaysia. 
Alternatively, bus and van services are also available. Labuan has 
an excellent road network which links the main town to other 
parts around the island. Water taxis are the best way to get around 
the water villages.

• 	 Shoes must always be removed when entering homes or 		
	 places of worship such as mosques and temples.

• 	 When pointing, it is preferable to use the thumb with the four 	
	 fingers folded under, rather than the forefinger.

• 	 To give or receive something, try to use the right hand.

• 	 Always ask for permission before taking photographs when 		
	 you are in someone’s home. 

• 	 The country’s large Muslim population does not consume 		
	 liquor or alcoholic beverages.

• 	 The weather is generally warm with occasional torrential 		
	 showers. Cotton clothes, rubber shoes and sun hats are 		
	 the best.

• 	 Be respectful when you are at public ceremonies.

• 	 National parks are protected areas and visitors are advised 		
	 to take note of the strict laws that govern these areas.

• 	 The sea can be rough during the monsoon season between 	
	 October and February.

PEOPLE
Malaysia has a diverse population. Its multicultural fabric is made 
up of the Malays, who form the majority of the population, as well 
as the Chinese, Indians, Portuguese Eurasians and Straits Chinese, 
along with the indigenous communities of Peninsular Malaysia 
and the ethnic groups of Sabah and Sarawak.

LANGUAGE
Bahasa Malaysia (Malay) is the national language but English is 
widely spoken.  Malaysians also speak various languages and 
dialects.

RELIGION
Islam is the official religion but other religions are practised 
freely.

GOVERNMENT
Malaysia practices parliamentary democracy and constitutional 
monarchy. The Head of State is the Yang di-Pertuan Agong and 
the Head of Government is the Prime Minister. The country has 
a bicameral legislative system.

CLIMATE
Malaysia has a tropical climate and the weather is warm all year 
round.  Temperatures range from 21ºC to 32ºC and the annual 
rainfall varies from 1,800 mm to 3,500 mm.

ECONOMIC PROFILE
Manufacturing constitutes the largest component of Malaysia’s 
economy while tourism and primary commodities such as 
petroleum, palm oil, natural rubber and timber are major 
contributors to its economy.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
Visitors must be in possession of a valid passport or travel 
document with a minimum validity of six months beyond the 
intended visiting period. Citizens of most countries do not 
require visas for social or business visits. For further information, 
please visit the official portal of the Immigration Department of 
Malaysia at www.imi.gov.my.

MALAYSIA AT A GLANCE
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CURRENCY
The unit of currency is the Malaysian Ringgit, which is denoted 
as RM or MYR. Foreign currencies can be converted at banks 
and money changers. Transactions can be carried out using 
the Malaysian currency or via credit cards and online banking 
services. Of late, cashless transactions such as e-wallets 
and mobile payments have grown in popularity. Cashless 
transactions can be found in most establishments in the cities.

BANKING HOURS
In most states, banks are open from Monday to Friday from 9.15 
am to 4.30 pm. In Kelantan and Terengganu, banks are closed on 
Friday and Saturday. Check the websites of the relevant banks for 
details on operating hours and rest days. Online banking services 
are available.

WORKING DAYS
Most states observe Monday to Friday as working days while 
Saturday and Sunday are rest days. In the states of Kedah, 
Kelantan, and Terengganu, working days are from Sunday to 
Thursday. Friday and Saturday are observed as rest days. The 
state of Johor started observing the Saturday-Sunday weekend 
holiday starting 1 January 2025. This applies to government 
offices and many private establishments.

ELECTRICITY
The voltage used throughout Malaysia is 220 - 240 volts AC, at 50 
cycles per second. Standard 3-pin square plugs and sockets are 
used.

COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY
Malaysia is linked internationally via the Internet. There is stable 
mobile network coverage in the country. Wi-fi connection is 
available at most hotels, restaurants and transport terminals. 
Upon arrival, travellers can easily get a local prepaid SIM card at 
airports or shopping malls. The package comes with preloaded 

credit and data. Travellers will be required to present their 
passport/ID for registration when purchasing the SIM cards.

GETTING TO MALAYSIA
The main gateway to Malaysia is the Kuala Lumpur International 
Airport (KLIA) which is also known as KLIA Terminal 1. It is located 
about 40 km south of Kuala Lumpur. Over 40 international 
airlines fly into the country via KLIA.

Malaysia Airlines, the national carrier, is a member of the 
oneworld airline alliance and offers connectivity to 1,000 
destinations over 170 territories.

KLIA Terminal 2 (formerly known as KLIA 2), is situated about 
1.5 km away from the main terminal and serves as the world’s 
largest terminal dedicated to low-cost carriers. Airlines that 
operate from Terminal 2 include AirAsia and AirAsia X. Other 
international airports in the country are situated in Langkawi, 
Penang, Johor Bahru, Kota Kinabalu and Kuching. Skypark 
Terminal or Sultan Abdul Aziz Shah Airport in Subang is the main 
base for Firefly, Batik Air and private carriers.

The country’s largest seaport is Port Klang, a major shipping 
and cargo terminal. Other main entry points by sea are located 
in Langkawi, Penang, Melaka, Johor, Labuan, Kuching and Kota 
Kinabalu.

GETTING AROUND
Malaysia has excellent domestic air links serviced by Malaysia 
Airlines as well as carriers such as AirAsia, Firefly and Batik Air. The 
country has a well-developed and efficient public transportation 
system served by buses, taxis as well as trains. GrabCar and other 
e-hailing services are available in Malaysia.
